May 8, 2023

General

According to the National Agricultural Statistics Service
in Alabama, there were 6.0 days suitable for fieldwork for
the week ending Sunday, May 7, 2023. Precipitation
ranged from no rain to 1.4 inches. Average high
temperatures ranged from the high 60s to the low 80s.
Average low temperatures ranged from the low 40s to the
low 60s.

Crops

It was a dry week for most of the state, with only the
southwestern region of the state receiving a notable
amount of precipitation. Temperatures increased some but
remained below historical averages. Operators were able
to take advantage of the dry weather with a significant
amount of field work reported the past week. Corn
planting neared completion, while emergence of the crop
continued. Cotton and peanut planting progressed strongly
as well. Winter wheat heading near completion but
remained behind schedule due to previous deep freezes.
Strawberry picking was in full swing. More operators
completed a first cutting of hay.

Livestock and Pastures
Cattle and pastures were reported to be in mostly good to
fair conditions.
