ALASKA: There were 5.7 days suitable for fieldwork for the week ending June 23. Local hay supplies were reported at 65% short
and 35% adequate. Warm and dry conditions in Kenai resulted in signs of drought stress in several pastures and fields. Irrigation was
required in specialty crop fields to maintain adequate soil moisture. Warm conditions in the Matanuska Valley led to good growth in hay
fields.
