Topsoil moisture supplies were 0 percent very short, 3 percent short, 79 percent adequate, and 

18 percent surplus. Subsoil moisture supplies were 2 percent very short, 8 percent short, 71 percent adequate, and 19 percent 

surplus. Low temperatures ranged from 40.0 degrees Fahrenheit at Calico Rock to 53.0 degrees Fahrenheit at Searcy. Highs 

ranged from 64.1 degrees Fahrenheit at Kingston to 80.0 degrees Fahrenheit at Searcy. Precipitation for this week was moderate 

throughout the state, with the highest concentration in the south central part of the state with an average of 2.31 inches.
