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Arkansas Crop Progress and Condition Report 

 

   
According to the National Agricultural Statistics Service in Arkansas, there were 2.9 days suitable for fieldwork for the 

week ending Sunday, April 8, 2018. Topsoil moisture supplies were 0 percent very short, 1 percent short, 62 percent 

adequate, and 37 percent surplus. Subsoil moisture supplies were 1 percent very short, 3 percent short, 71 percent 

adequate, and 25 percent surplus. Low temperatures ranged from 24.9 degrees Fahrenheit at Kingston to 44.0 degrees 

Fahrenheit at Crossett and Portland. Highs ranged from 52.9 degrees Fahrenheit at Kingston to 75.0 degrees Fahrenheit at 

Crossett. Moderate precipitation was received throughout the State, with the highest concentration occurring in the 

southeast part of the State with an average of 1.88 inches.

With drier and 

warmer weather forecasted, planting of row crops should pick up early next week. Many forage producers fertilized cool 

season forages last week.”

“The weather continued to confuse forages. Cool season grasses broke dormancy and began to grow with the arrival of 

rain, but cold nights slowed their growth.
