Arkansas corn planted area for all purpose is estimated at 620,000 acres, down 230,000 acres from a year ago but
unchanged from March planting intentions.

Upland cotton planted acres is estimated at 670,000, up 160,000 acres from a year ago and up 130,000 acres from March
planting intentions.

All hay expected to be harvested is estimated at 1.22 million acres, up 58,000 acres from a year ago and up 70,000 acres
from March intentions.

Peanut planted area is estimated at 35,000 acres, unchanged from a year ago and from March planting intentions.
All rice planted area for 2024 is estimated at 1.42 million acres, down 15,000 acres from a year ago and down
30,000 acres from March planting intentions. Breakout is 1.32 million acres for long grain, 100,000 acres for medium

grain, and 1,000 acres for short grain.

Soybean planted area is estimated at 3.05 million acres, up 70,000 acres from a year ago but down 50,000 acres from
March planting intentions.

Winter wheat planted acres is estimated at 140,000 acres, down 90,000 acres from a year ago but up 5,000 acres from

March estimates. Wheat acres intended to be harvested for grain this year is estimated at 95,000, down 70,000 acres from
the 2023 harvest.
