All prices in the report are marketing year average (MYA) prices which do not include allowances or adjustments for
commodities under government loan at the end of the marketing year, commodities forfeited to the Commaodity Credit
Corporation, loan deficiency payments, direct and counter cyclical payments, or disaster payments.
