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General: According to the National Agriculture Statistics Service’s Georgia Field Office, there were 4.9 days suitable for

fieldwork for the week ending Sunday, October 7, 2012. Statewide topsoil moisture was rated at 3% very short, 23%

short, 65% adequate, 9% surplus. Subsoil moisture 11% very short, 33% short, 54% adequate, 2% surplus. Precipitation
estimates for the state ranged from no rain up to 1.4 inches. Average high temperatures ranged from the mid 60's to the
mid 80's. Average low temperatures ranged from the high 40’s to the high 60's.
