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GUAVA 2000 SALES REBOUND AFTER FIVE YEARS
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GUAVA PRODUCTION UTILIZED
FOR PROCESSING TOTALED
15.9 MILLION POUNDS IN 2000,
up 49 percent from 1999,
rebounding after five consecutive
years of decline according to the
Hawaii Agricultural Statistics
Service (HASS). Weather was
generally satisfactory for orchards.
Kauai output improved this year,
but Hawaii island growers
continued to cite a lack of market
outlets and low prices.
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TOTAL ACREAGE WAS DOWN 70
ACRES TO 800, continuing the
decline that began in 1991.
Harvested acreage totaled 680
acres, 50 acres more than 1999.
Hawaii island accounted for most of
the abandoned acreage. The
majority of the acreage is on Kauai
and Hawaii.

FARM VALUE INCREASED 60
PERCENT FROM 1999, topping $2
million for the first time in 4 years,
largely the result of the nearly 50
percent increase in utilization. The
overall average farm price
increased slightly in 2000, a
reflection of more fruit at a higher
quality (higher equivalent farm
value) rather than an increase in
grower price levels.

GUAVA PRODUCTS IN 2000
were collectively higher than 1999

(see page 4). Guava prepared or
preserved imports increased 29
percent from the previous year to
11.0 million pounds (5.0 thousand
metric tons). The Dominican
Republic supplied about 34 percent
of the imports into the U.S.

Paste and puree were up 9 percent
to 9.2 million pounds (4.2 thousand
metric tons). Brazil, Dominican
Republic, and India were the top
three exporters respectively,
accounting for just over 67 percent
of the imports.

Guava jam imports were down 14
percent to 708 thousand pounds
(321 metric tons). Top three
exporters were Brazil, Costa Rica,
and Dominican Republic.
