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GUAVA PRODUCTION UTILIZED
FORPROCESSING TOTALEDG6.7
MILLION POUNDS IN 2003, down
for the third consective year and 31
percent lower than the previous
year, according to the Hawaii
Agricultural Statistics (HAS). A
large  operation experienced a
labor dispute during the peak
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harvesting period, limiting sales.
Lower prices were still being
reported by Hawaii island growers
with some choosing to abandon
their acreage or grow other crops.
Statewide farm value totaled $925
thousand for 2003, down 36
percent from 2002.

TOTAL ACREAGE WAS DOWN
30 ACRES TO 610, and the lowest
since 1976. Harvested acreage
totaled 530 acres, 20 acres less
than 2002. Hawaii island accounted
for most of the abandoned acreage.
The majority of the acreage is on
Kauai.

U.S. IMPORTS OF SELECTED
GUAVA PRODUCTS IN 2003 were
mixed compared to 2002 (see
page 4). Brazil was the leader in
guava imports into the U.S.

Guava prepared or preserved
imports increased 28 percent from
the previous year to 10.6 million
pounds. Dominican Republic,
Mexico, Brazil supplied about 55
percent of the imports into the U.S.

Paste and puree were down 3
percent to 9.1 million pounds (4.1
thousand metric tons). Brazil,
Dominican Republic, and India
were the top three exporters
respectively, accounting for just
over 72 percent of the imports.

Guava jam imports were down 14
percent to 1.4 million pounds (656
metric tons). Brazil and Costa Rica
accounted for 93 percent of the
total.
