The equivalent farm value of the 2004 pineapple crop is estimated at $79.9 million, 21 percent lower than 2003's
revised $101.5 million . The farm-gate price of pineapple utilized as processed fruit was pegged at $148 a ton,
10 percent higher than a year ago. Fresh market sales averaged $634 a ton, 5 percent higher than 2003.
