February review
Statewide sales totaled 925,000
pounds in February, down 8 percent

from January. Yields averaged
21,500 pounds per acre, up 3
percent from January. Cool

temperatures, adequate irrigation,
and light pest problems were major
contributors to the increased yield.

Farm prices averaged 27.0 cents per
pound in February, up half a cent
from January’s average farm price
of 26.5 cents per pound.

Outlook

Harvested acreage is expected to
increase to 47 acres in March, up 9
percent from February. The increase
in harvested acreage will be fueled
by the celebration of St. Patrick’s
day on March 17™.

Harvested acreage is expected to
decline 2 percentin April to 46 acres.
Offsetting some of the decline in
acreage in April, however, is an
expected increase in yields. Spring-
like weather is anticipated to have a
more favorable effect on crop
growth.
