Coffee Comments 
 
Coffee:  Utilized production in Hawaii for 2023-2024 totaled 19.2 million pounds (cherry basis) down 17 percent from 
2022. Bearing acreage was estimated at 7,400, down 1 percent from the previous year. The average yield was 3,150 
pounds per acre, unchanged from the previous year. The value of the crop totaled $48.2 million, down 11 percent from the 
previous season, with an average annual price of $2.51 per pound.  
 
Hawaii’s coffee growers experienced significant crop losses. The growing season came with many challenges, from 
unprecedented weather events to invasive pests and diseases, wildfires, and labor shortages. Harvest began earlier than 
usual due to the unpredictable weather, impacting the crop. Production declined in 2023 due to the destructive fungus 
known as Coffee Leaf Rust and the plagued fields of the Coffee Berry Borer, which caused long-term reduced plant and 
berry growth. The drought, which occurred during the flowering peak periods or stages of the coffee, was another factor 
contributing to production loss. The Maui region of Hawaii experienced wind-fueled wildfires that destroyed agricultural 
land and produced crop-damaging smoke in August 2023.
