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lllinois June Acreage

Corn: Planted area, at 11.5 million acres, is up 6 percent from 2022. Harvested area for grain, at 11.3 million
acres, is up 7 percent from last year.

Soybeans: Planted area, at 10.0 million acres, is down 7 percent from 2022. Harvested area, forecast at
9.95 million acres, is down 7 percent from the previous year.

Winter wheat: Planted area for 2023, estimated at 860,000 acres, is up 32 percent from the previous year.
Area harvested for grain is forecast at 780,000 acres, up 39 percent from previous year.

Hay: Harvested area of all hay is expected to total 480,000 acres, down 3 percent from 2022. This total includes
200,000 acres of alfalfa and 280,000 acres of all other hay.
