CASH RECEIPTS 

 
Indiana farmers received $14.1 billion in cash receipts from farm marketings in 2021, up 31 percent 
from 2020.  Cash receipts from crops were up 34 percent, and receipts for livestock were up 24 
percent from the previous year.  Marketings of crops, at $9.56 billion, accounted for 68.0 percent of 
the total cash receipts in 2021 while livestock receipts, at $4.50 billion, accounted for the remaining 
32.0 percent.  In the previous year’s revised totals, crop receipts accounted for 66.1 percent and 
livestock 33.9 percent of total cash receipts. 
 
Corn was the leading source of income for Indiana farmers in 2021 and amounted to $5.05 billion.  
Soybeans were second at $3.83 billion and meat animals remained in third place with $1.97 billion.  
Poultry and eggs were the fourth leading contributor with $1.44 billion and Dairy followed with $833 
million.  These five commodity groups accounted for over 93 percent of the 2021 cash receipts.

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CROP HIGHLIGHTS 

 
ACREAGE:  Indiana’s principal field crops totaled 11.8 
million acres for harvest during 2021, 30 thousand 
acres less than 2020. Soybean harvested acreage at 
5.64 million was down 40 thousand from the previous 
year. Corn harvested for grain acreage was 5.27 
million up 20 thousand acres from previous year. 
 
YIELDS: A mild and mostly dry start to the 2021 planting 
season offered optimal weather conditions that spurred 
planting progress and winter wheat crop development. 
The average temperature for the month was 50.0 
degrees Fahrenheit. Corn planting, soybean planting, 
and winter wheat jointing all closed out April well ahead 
of their respective five-year averages.   
 
Frequent rain showers in early May initially hindered 
corn and soybean planting progress but helped 
replenish soil moisture levels after the relatively dry 
month of April. The average temperature for May was 
58.9 degrees. Corn and soybean emergence 
consistently remained ahead of their respective five-
year averages. Much to the relief of growers across 
the State, the cold spell that closed out April did little 
to hinder winter wheat crop condition as 72 percent of 
winter wheat was rated in good to excellent condition 
by the end of May.   
 
By mid-June, corn and soybean planting neared 
completion. The average temperature for the month 
was 70.5 degrees. Consistent rainfall helped maintain 
soil moisture levels throughout the month. As June 
ended, corn and soybean emergence had nearly 
finished. Second cuttings of alfalfa and other hay were 
in full swing. While winter wheat harvest fell behind its 
five-year average, the crop was reportedly doing well 
with 76 percent rated in good to excellent condition by 
the end of June. Both corn and soybeans finished out 
the month with 73 percent of corn and 71 percent of 
soybeans rated in good to excellent condition. 
 
Consistent rainfall continued throughout July. Topsoil 
moisture level ratings averaged 93 percent adequate 
or surplus during the month. The average temperature 
for July was 74.3 degrees. By the end of July, winter 
wheat harvesting wrapped up just behind its five-year 
average. Corn silking and soybean blooming progress 
continued well ahead of their respective five-year 
averages. Corn and soybeans were faring better than 
they had the year previous with 73 percent of corn and 
68 percent of soybeans rated in good to excellent 
condition. Thanks to relatively consistent precipitation 
throughout the month, livestock enjoyed adequate 
pasture regrowth with 64 percent of pasture rated in 
good to excellent condition as July wrapped up. 
 

August was generally hot and dry throughout much of 
the State, slowly drying out fields saturated from July’s 
consistent rainfall. For the remainder of the growing 
season, nearly all crop progress items progressed 
either in line with or ahead of each crop’s respective 
five-year averages. As September ended, the corn 
and soybean harvesting season was off to a good 
start with both crops consistently out-performing 
condition ratings of the year previous. By the end of 
September, winter wheat planting was in full swing 
and was progressing consistently ahead of its five-
year average. 
  
Corn harvested for silage wrapped up near mid-
October. Harvesting progress for corn and soybeans 
was greatly slowed for much of the State until mid-to-
late November due to excessive rainfall in late 
October and early November. As the harvesting 
season wrapped up, a reprieve from wet weather 
spurred all crop progress items helping corn 
harvested for grain, soybean harvest, and winter 
wheat emergence to catch up to their respective five-
year averages. The 2021 Indiana corn yield was 195.0 
bushels per acre while soybeans yielded 59.5 bushels 
per acre. 
 
PRODUCTION:  Indiana corn production in 2021 totaled 
1,027.7 million bushels, 5 percent above 2020’s total of 
981.8 million bushels. Indiana’s soybean production 
totaled 335.6 million bushels, up 2 percent from 2020’s 
329.4 million bushels.  Indiana wheat production at 23.0 
million bushels was up 31 percent from 2020’s 17.5 
million bushels. All hay production at, 1.56 million tons, 
was up 1 percent from the previous year.

Conventionally bred 
herbicide resistant varieties were excluded.  Insect resistant varieties include only those containing 
bacillus thuringiensis (Bt).  Stacked gene varieties include those containing biotech traits for both 
herbicide and insect resistance.

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LIVESTOCK HIGHLIGHTS 

 
 

HOG AND PIG numbers (December 1, 2021), at 
4.35 million, were down 2 percent from a year 
earlier.  The average value per head increased 
from $106.00 in 2020 to $115.00 in 2021.  This 
raised the total inventory value to $500.3 million, 
6 percent above a year ago. Indiana remained in 
fifth place in the nation for the number of hogs on 
hand December 1, 2021. 
 
CATTLE inventory numbers, at 810,000, were 
down 5 percent from January 1, 2021, and value 
per head increased to $1,060 per head, up $80.00 
from the previous year.  Total cattle inventory 
value, at $858.6 million, increased 3 percent from 
the $833.0 million last year.  Cows and heifers that 
have calved totaled 370,000 head, down 1 percent 
from a year earlier.  Of this total, 184,000 were 
beef cows, unchanged; and 186,000 were milk 
cows, down 3 percent from the previous year. 

Total SHEEP inventory, at 60,000 head for 
January 1, 2022, was unchanged from a year 
earlier.  Breeding sheep totaled 52,000 head.  
Average value per head, at $259.00, was up 
$15.00 from 2021. Total inventory value, at $15.5 
million, was 6 percent above the previous year. 
 
Total CHICKEN inventory, excluding broilers, on 
December 1, 2021, at 45.6 million birds, was up 2 
percent from the previous year.  With this 
inventory, Indiana moved to third place in the 
nation for total chickens, excluding broilers, and 
for layers (35.5 million).  The total value of the 
chicken inventory was $136.8 million, up 6 percent 
from 2020.
