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In 2023, Sioux County led all Iowa counties in total corn silage production with 723,000 tons, according to the 

USDA's National Agricultural Statistics Service. Winneshiek (418,000), Lyon (400,000), Marshall (318,000), 

and Dubuque (258,000) rounded out the top five highest-producing counties.  

 

O'Brien County had the highest yield with an average of 25.5 tons per acre harvested. Marshall County had the 

second-highest yield at 25.0 tons per acre, followed by Sioux at 23.0 tons per acre. There were 11 counties with 

a yield of at least 20 tons per acre. 

 

Yields are calculated by dividing a county's production by its area harvested.  Only published estimates were 

considered in rankings of counties.
