Mississippi Winter Wheat Yield and Production Up from 2022 
Arkansas, Louisiana, and Mississippi Hay Stocks Down from May 2022 
 
As of May 1, 2023, Arkansas winter wheat production is forecast at 8.16 million bushels, up 3 percent from last year. 

Based on May 1 conditions, yield is forecast at 51 bushels per acre, 2 bushels per acre below last year's yield. Area for 

harvest, at 160,000 acres, is up 7 percent from 2022. Mississippi winter wheat production for 2023 is forecast at 

5.04 million bushels, up 29 percent from last year. Based on May 1 conditions, yield is forecast at 53 bushels per acre, 

1 bushel per acre above last year's yield. Area for harvest, at 95,000 acres, is up 27 percent from 2022. 

 

May 1, 2023, Arkansas hay stocks, at 200,000 tons, are down 60,000 tons from May 1, 2022 stocks. Farmers used 86 

percent of their December 1, 2022 hay stocks. Louisiana hay stocks, at 90,000 tons, are down 90,000 tons from May 1, 

2022 stocks. Farmers used 85 percent of their December 1, 2022 hay stocks. Mississippi hay stocks, at 110,000 tons, are 

down 70,000 tons from May 1, 2022 stocks. Farmers used 86 percent of their December 1, 2022 hay stocks.

Arkansas final cotton production for 2022 was 1.55 million bales, 313,000 bales higher than 2021. The 2022 crop 

yielded 1,179 pounds per harvested acre, down 69 pounds from a year ago. Producers harvested 630,000 acres of cotton, 

up 33 percent from 2021. Cottonseed production was 489,000 tons for 2022, up 25 percent from 2021. 

 

Louisiana final cotton production for 2022 was 358,000 bales, 139,000 bales higher than 2021. The 2022 crop yielded 

904 pounds per harvested acre, down 107 pounds from a year ago. Producers harvested 190,000 acres of cotton, up 

83 percent from 2021. Cottonseed production was 109,000 tons for 2022, up 60 percent from 2021. 

 

Mississippi final cotton production for 2022 was 1.19 million bales, 293,000 bales higher than 2021. The 2022 crop 

yielded 1,084 pounds per harvested acre, up 87 pounds from a year ago. Producers harvested 525,000 acres of cotton, up 

22 percent from 2021. Cottonseed production was 374,000 tons for 2022, up 36 percent from 2021.
