Topsoil moisture supplies were 1 percent very short, 10 percent short, 74 percent 

adequate, and 15 percent surplus. Subsoil moisture supplies were 1 percent very short, 10 percent short, 77 percent adequate, 

and 12 percent surplus. Low temperatures ranged from 52.7 degrees Fahrenheit at Booneville to 66.7 degrees Fahrenheit at 

Biloxi. Highs ranged from 78.7 degrees Fahrenheit at Independence to 88.0 degrees Fahrenheit at Hattiesburg. Most of the state 

received some rain, with the highest concentration in the central part of the state with an average of 2.08 inches.
