March 1 Rough Rice Stocks Down 17 Percent 
 
Mississippi rough rice stocks in all positions on March 1, 2023, totaled 1.80 million hundredweight (cwt), down 

17 percent from March 1, 2022. Stocks held on farms totaled 900,000 cwt, down 10 percent from last year. Off farm 

stocks totaled 901,000 cwt, down 23 percent from last year.

from March 1, 2022. Soybean stocks at off farm storage facilities totaled 2.93 million bushels, up 39 percent from a year
