CONCORD, NH --- Cranberry: Utilized U.S. production in 2021 totaled 6.98 million barrels, down 10% 
from 2020. Area harvested was estimated at 38,100 acres, down 3% from the previous year. The average 
yield was 185.7 barrels per acre, down 13.5 barrels from the previous year. Of the total utilized 
production, 195,270 barrels were for the fresh market and 6.78 million barrels were for processing. The 
value of the crop totaled $272 million, down 5% from the previous season, with an average annual price 
of $39.00 per barrel.
