Temperatures averaged 40 degrees north, 43 degrees central, and 44 
degrees south. Extremes were 58 degrees at Hammonton and 
Downstown on November 4, 2010 and 19 degrees at Belvidere on 
November 6, 2010. 
 
Weekly rainfall averaged 1.39 inches north, 1.11 inches central, and 
1.36 inches south.   
 
The heaviest 24-hour total was 1.79 inches at Charlotteburg on 
November 4, 2010 to November 5, 2010. 
 
 
 

Corn and Soybean Harvest Nearly Completed 
 

Days suitable for field work, for the week ending Sunday, November 7, 
2010, were 5.0. Topsoil moisture was rated as 10% short, 75% 
adequate, and 15% surplus. Subsoil moisture was rated as 5% short, 
85% adequate, and 10% surplus. There were measurable amounts of 
rainfall during the week in all localities. Temperatures reached highs in 
the 50s and lows in the teens across the Garden State. As weather 
permitted, farmers continued harvesting corn and soybeans. The 
planting of wheat and cover-crops progressed. Late-season vegetable 
harvest neared completion, with crops rated in mostly good condition. 
Producers graded apples and made cider. Cranberry bogs were irrigated 
for frost protection.
