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Cranberry Harvest Nearly Done

Statewide, six days were suitable for field work. Topsoil
moisture was 1% very short, 24% short, 74% adequate,
and 1% surplus. Subsoil moisture was 5% very short,
16% short, 78% adequate, and 1% surplus. Pasture and
range condition was 8% poor, 15% fair, 42% good, and
35% excellent.

Average temperatures were 5 degrees higher overall
than the previous week. High temperatures ranged from
67 degrees in Charlotteburg to 71 degrees in New
Brunswick, Hammonton, and South Harrison. Low
temperatures ranged from 25 degrees in Belvidere to 35
degrees in South Harrison. Rainfall ranged from 0.10
inch in Cape May Court House to 0.40 inch in Newton
and Trenton.
