Light frost was observed this past Saturday with a freeze
projected for Sunday night into Monday. Growers are harvesting
lettuce, beets, cabbage, cilantro, parsley, collards, eggplant, dill,
leeks, radishes, spinach, sweet potatoes and Swiss chard. Cover
crops and over winter spinach is being planted.

Mercer County, Meredith Melendez

Frost has affected farms in Mercer County. Row covers are being
used to protect tender crops on some farms. Fall agricultural
tourism activities are in full swing.

Monmouth County, Bill Sciarappa

Despite the poor field corn and soybean growth and yield due to
drought, the bright sunny days have brought excellent yields when
these agronomic crops are irrigated with pivot - probably less than
20 % of county acreage but 300 BU/A and 65% BU/A for
corn/soybeans in these select grade A spoils in central NJ.

Smaller
sizes are also being seen due to a lack of regular precipitation or irrigation.
