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Excellent Week for Field Work:  New Jersey had an average of 6.5 

days suitable for field work. Temperatures were a little below normal 

across New Jersey, with highs mainly in the mid 80s and lows in the 

upper 60s to 70.  All stations reported rain, although varied from a 

minimal amounts in Sussex to almost 5 inches in Mr. Holly. 

Reports state growers are irrigating vegetables either through drip or 

overhead. The barley harvest has started and the blueberry harvest is just 

beginning. 

The following crops are being planted: snap beans, basil, cilantro, 

parsley, collards, sweet corn, cucumbers, summer dandelion, eggplant 

(most finished), peppers (most finished), summer squash, Swiss chard, 

scallions and summer dandelion. The following crops are being 

harvested: arugula, snap beans, beets, basil, cilantro, cabbage, collards, 

cucumbers, summer dandelion, dill, escarole, endive, kohl rabi, kale, 

leeks, mint, lettuce, mustard greens, parsley, peas, radishes, summer 

squash, Swiss chard and scallions.  

A few weather-related issues were reported in the Rutgers Cooperative 

Extension’s Plant & Pest Advisory. Field scouting of outdoor and high 

tunnel tomatoes continues. Bacterial leaf spot infections have begun to 

appear in some fields following heavy rains. They also report that recent 

weather patterns have been very favorable for brown rot infections in 

peaches.

RADISHES Harvesting very good quality product in fair to declining volume as the weather 

warms. Will be in at least light volume for much of the Summer. 

SPINACH Harvesting a fair volume of very good quality product.  

STRAWBERRIES Excessive rain slowed & hampered the southern harvest, especially weekend PYO, & 

now excessive heat may accelerate the end of the season. Harvesting in more northern 

areas with matted row varieties available through late June. Mainly a direct marketed 

crop & not a large wholesale volume available. 

SQUASH Harvesting good quality zucchini in light to fair & increasing volume with yellow 

squash harvesting in light to increasing volume. 

SWISS CHARD Harvesting good quality product in good volume. 

TURNIPS Harvesting good quality in fair to declining volume as the weather warms. Will have 

at least a light volume of good quality product for much of the Summer.

PEACHES A slowly warming Spring has the season starting later than normal in early July w/ 

early PF & Sentry varieties, w/ volume and freestone varieties by mid-July. White 

peaches start a week after that w/ volume by late July.
