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1965 CROP SUMMARY

In 1965 most New Mexico farmers and ranchers enjoyed a
relatively good crop year., Yields and production were up
for practically all major crops grown in New Mexico. With
higher yields, more production and better prices, most far-
mers' gross returns were well ahead of returns for the pre-
vious year., This was in contrast to the 1964 crop year when
extreme drouth affecting all major farming and ranching areas,
caused above-normal abandonment of crops and forced reduction
of livestock numbers., This condition resulted in several New
Mexico counties being classified as disaster areas in 1964,
thus permitting ranchers to pasture their livestock on acre-
age reserve land. The drouth continued until late fall of
1964 when it was broken by excellent rains over most of the
State. Moisture conditions continued to improve with above-
average precipitation occurring during 1965, reviving both
crop and range lands and generally contributing to an excel-

lent crop year.

Above-average moisture conditions combined with new crop-
ping practices, better technology, new seed varieties and
increased use of fertilizers accounted for large increases
in production of such crops as wheat, grain sorghum, corn
and broomcorn.

Rains received in the late fall of 1964 provided adequate
soil moisture for fall planting of wheat for the 1965 wheat
crop. Moisture in the form of rain and snow carried the
wheat through the winter in good condition and helped con-
tribute to an increase of 78 percent in production.

Unseasonably cold weather in September delayed maturation
of the cotton crop. This factor along with heavy infesta-
tion of the pink bollworm in some areas and a decrease in
acreage harvested, accounted for the slight drop in yield
and production of cotton in 1965. Pecan and apple production
was down. The reduction in apple production was mostly due
to late-spring freezes and floods in the apple-producing
communities of the State,

Both sheep and cattle inventory numbers were up slightly
as of January 1, 1966, Excellent moisture conditions and
greatly improved range pastures in 1965 encouraged replace-
ments in breeding herds that had been cut back during the
1964 extreme drouth., This resulted in an over-all increase
in total numbers of both sheep and cattle on farms and
ranches on January 1, 1966 as compared with a year earlier.
