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CROP PROGRESS AND CONDITION
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AGRICULTURAL SUMMARY: Generally, rainfall continued to be isolated and limited across much of the State, allowing producers
ample time for field or ranch work during the week, according to the Mountain Regional Field Office of the National Agricultural
Statistics Service, USDA. Hay harvest advanced at a quick pace, with the fourth cutting virtually complete by week’s end. Reports from
Union County noted that corn for grain harvest was underway in a small number of fields. Above average temperatures aided
phenological crop development. Chile growers started red chile harvest during the week, with progress slightly ahead of normal. Green
chile harvest was on par with the average pace. Ranchers continued to move yearlings off of summer grazing land, while trying to
purchase enough feed and hay in preparation for winter feeding needs. Statewide, 33 percent of the State’s pastures and rangelands were
reported in very poor or poor condition, compared with 49 percent last year, and a 5-year average of 36 percent. During the past week,
converted moisture totals were highly variable, ranging from about 2 inches in a few isolated locations to merely a trace. Much of the
State either saw less than 0.1 inch or was dry. According to the United States Drought Monitor for September 14, drought-free conditions
existed across an area equal to 11.0 percent of the State, while abnormal dryness increased to cover 11.8 percent of the State. Moderate
drought (D1) increased to cover 29.5 percent of New Mexico, while severe drought (D2) was unchanged at 28.6 percent. Extreme (D3)
drought remained across 19.1 percent of the State. The State remained free of exceptional drought (D4). Topsoil moisture levels were
reported as 68 percent short to very short, compared with 91 percent last year, and a 5-year average of 57 percent. Hail damage in all
crops was reported as 1 percent light, 2 percent moderate, and 1 percent severe. Wind damage in all crops was reported as 6 percent
light and 3 percent moderate. Pecan nut set was reported as 1 percent none, 4 percent light, and 95 percent moderate. Hay and roughage
supplies were reported as 12 percent very short, 32 percent short, 44 percent adequate, and 12 percent surplus, compared with 15 percent
very short, 44 percent short, 39 percent adequate, and 2 percent surplus last year. Stock water supplies were reported as 17 percent very
short, 25 percent short, 56 percent adequate, and 2 percent surplus, compared with 20 percent very short, 44 percent short, and 36 percent
adequate last year.
