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Good Week for Field Work:  Pennsylvania had an average of 

4.5 days suitable for field work last week. The calculated average 

temperature for the state last week was 71(oF), with a high of 

95(oF) and a low of 39(oF). Far more opportunities for fieldwork 

and harvesting with less rain and more sun allowed for winter 

wheat, barley and tobacco harvests to near completion. Some hay 

and field crops remain wet in a few counties that continue to be 

hampered by rains or in poorly drained areas across the state. 

Corn continues to look good with average height climbing beyond 

6.5ft. Field activities resumed in full and included harvesting, 

haymaking and spraying.
