Small
grains are ripening and looking pretty good. Fruit crops are
looking pretty good as far as apples, peaches and cherries. Some
early sweet cherries are being harvested in the county. Tart
cherries are coloring as you can see from roadway. Producers are
still controlling insects and diseases by spraying accordingly.
Vegetables are growing. Strawberries are being harvested.
Producers are busy with fieldwork all different things going on
like planting, harvesting and maintaining crops all at the same
time. Overall they got a lot done this week with planting of corn
and soybeans finally as RMA deadlines are approaching.
Producers reminded if they have Spring seeded small grains or
forage crops seeded this Spring those acreages need reported to
FSA office by June 15th deadline.
