Pennsylvania had another fair week for field activities with an 

average of 4.5 days suitable for field work. Temperatures were 

reported with a high of 64o(F), a low of  15o(F) and a state average 

temperature of 34o(F). Warmer weather conditions slowly 

continue to increase as expected at this time of the month, plums 

are starting to bloom slowly, in some areas. Fields are wet from 

the snow melting and some rain last week. Fruit trees are greening 

up and starting to open their buds flowering. Very little field 

activity for the week due to a combination of cool temperatures 

and wet soil, some spaying of wheat fields and manure spreading.
