ADAMS County, Judy A. Behney

Adams County started the week out with various amounts of
rainfall ranging from 1.25 inches to 2.5 inches. The temperatures
were in the 60's with rain then sunny. Tuesday 39 morning
temperature and sun and windy with afternoon temperature 55
degrees. Wednesday was 41 morning temperature and cloudy with
some rain showers but no accumulation and 44 afternoon temp.
Thursday morning was 42 and sunny and 69 afternoon. Today
started at 50 degrees and foggy conditions. Suppose to be into 70's
today. Corn and soybeans are still being harvested when
conditions permit but not much this week due to weather. Most
early soybeans have been harvested already but corn isn't drying
down so producers have been waiting so they don't have fuel
expense to dry down or get docked at mills for moisture. They are
getting anxious about getting the rest of their crops harvested
because of weather changing keeps making it interesting for doing
s0. No hay harvested or planting done this week due to weather
conditions. Cover crops and small grains that were planted earlier
are now showing green in the fields. Apple harvest is about
complete but large producers still have a few weeks yet with some
pickers already leaving sites so slowing process down. Pink lady
apple variety will soon be ready to harvest too which is only
variety some producers have left till finished. Vegetables are
about done as due to weather conditions. Overall producers are
busy with equipment repairs and field work when conditions
permit. Reminder to anyone that has forage crops, hay, pasture
and small grains you need to visit your local FSA office before
November 15th deadline to report your acreages to remain eligible
for FSA programs. Best if you contact FSA for an appointment
before your visit.

ADAMS/FRANLIN Counties, Thomas Kerr

Apple harvest is over and most reporting good yield, but average
quality. Corn harvest and beans slowed due to damp weather.
Temperatures still warm for this time of year.

CENTRE County, Dick A. Dicker

Wet weather allowed limited field work. Some corn harvest
completed. 4.5 inches of rainfall for the week. Water table should
be in good condition going into winter.

JUNIATA/SNYDER Counties, William C. Sheaffer

Heavy rainfall amounts during the beginning of the week put a
halt to the field activities; however, drying weather set in by mid-
week and harvesting returned with the soybeans harvest near
completion while the corn harvest continues. Main activities for
the week were spreading manure, seeding and harvesting.

LANCASTER County, Jeff Graybill

Poor weather and slow dry down have dragged harvest into
November. Still seeing significant acres of corn and late beans to
harvest which is not typical of Lancaster County!

MERCER County, James P. Rust

Weather forecast as of Sunday Nov. 5th is for 2-3 inches of
rainfall by 7 AM Monday Nov. 6th. Reports of recent wind
damage to field corn in our area. Just another problem to lower
corn yields.
