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Much of the state received from trace amounts to upwards of 3.00 inches of precipitation. Isolated areas in the 
Lower Valley and South Texas received up to 6.00 inches. Drought conditions ranged from none to exceptionally 
dry, with the High and Low Plains, the Edwards Plateau, the Blacklands, the Southern Plains, and South Central 
Texas being the driest. There was an average of 6.2 days suitable for fieldwork, down from last week. 
 
Row Crops: Cotton bolls opening reached 21 percent, down 10 points from the previous year and up 3 points 
from normal, with some areas starting to harvest. Cotton harvest continued in the Upper Coast, the Trans-Pecos 
and the Edwards Plateau. Corn harvest continued across the state. Some soybean plantings in the Blacklands 
were reported as producing very few pods, while some producers neared closer to harvest.  
 
Fruit, Vegetable and Specialty Crops: In South East Texas there were reports of vegetable production slowing 
to due to hot weather conditions. In the Southern High Plains producers noticed lower yields during melon 
harvest. Melon fields continued to progress well in South Texas and the Southern High Plains.  
 
Livestock, Range and Pasture: Supplemental feeding continued across the state. Range and pasture conditions 
are rated 88 percent very poor to poor.
