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Temperatures Continued Hot in Idaho 
 

There were 7.0 days suitable for fieldwork, up from 6.9 days the previous week. Statewide, temperatures stayed dry and 

hot. Northern Idaho continued with this same pattern. Southwest Idaho saw no rain. In south central Idaho, corn for silage 

harvest started this past week. Dry beans harvest was anticipated to begin in the coming weeks. In eastern Idaho, stagnant 

weather continued. 
 

Hot Weather Continued in Oregon, Winter Wheat Planting Started 
 
There were 6.8 days suitable for fieldwork, down from 7.0 days the previous week. In northwest Oregon, the weather 

pattern was the same as the previous few weeks with warm and dry conditions. The corn was high. Spotted Wing 

Drosophila was reported on late berries. In north central Oregon, hot and dry weather continued. Producers sprayed for 

weeds and prepared to start seeding for the fall. In northeast Oregon, winter and spring wheat harvests were mostly 

completed. Quality was good. Winter wheat planting started, while safflower was harvested. In southwest Oregon, hot and 

dry weather continued. In Malheur County, hot and dry conditions continued. Onion harvest picked up pace. Dry bean and 

mint harvest continued. Fire danger was high on rangeland. In Lake County, there was no precipitation.  
 

Harvest Continued with Hot and Dry Conditions Throughout Washington  
 
There were 7.0 days suitable for fieldwork in Washington, unchanged from the previous week. Statewide temperatures 

were above normal throughout Washington. In central Washington, it was another hot and dry week throughout the area. 

Harvest was wrapping up and cattle were still on pasture. In Yakima County, vegetable growers packed tomatoes and 

peppers. Potatoes, onions, cucumbers, sweet corn, summer and winter squashes, eggplant, green beans, and various 

melons were visible at roadside stands. Field crews harvested early maturing apples, particularly Gala apples, as well as 

Bartlett pears. Most hop bines were loaded with cones and hop harvest started over the past week. In northeast 

Washington, conditions were hot and dry across the district.
